THE HIGH PAVEMENT SOCIETY

THE CONSTITUTION, BEING:
The rules of the Society approved at a General Meeting of the Members held at High Pavement College on Monday, 25th. September, 1989, with subsequent amendments.

1.
THE SOCIETY.

In this constitution the expression “The Society” means the High Pavement Society.

2.
OBJECTIVES.


The objectives of the Society shall be:

a) To provide the commemorative, social recreational and educational activities for it’s members.

b) To perpetuate interest in the former High Pavement School and the present Sixth Form College, and to provide a common link between these two institutions.
c) To raise funds as appropriate to its purposes.

3.
MEMBERSHIP.


The following shall be deemed eligible for membership:

a) All former pupils of Nottingham High Pavement School.
b) Past and present students of Nottingham High Pavement Sixth Form College.

c) Past and present members of the staff of the institutions in a) and b) above.  
d) Wives and Husbands of   a), b) and c) above.
e) Any person who may in the opinion of the General Committee have rendered exceptional service to the School, College or Society and who do not otherwise qualify. Persons in this category to be confirmed by at least a two thirds majority of those present and voting at an Annual General Meeting of the Society.

4.
OFFICERS:
The officers of the Society shall be:
a) Chairman.
b) Vice-Chairman...
c) Treasurer.  

d) Secretary.

e) Registrar.

5.
GENERAL COMMITTEE:

The General Committee of the Society shall consist of the Officers of the Society plus:

a) Four ordinary members.

b) The Principal for the time being of the College, or his nominee.

In addition the General Committee shall have power to co-opt up to two extra members

as required.

6.
PRESIDENT AND VICE- PRESIDENTS:

The General Committee may propose a President and up to two Vice-Presidents of the Society, such people to act in a non-executive and non-voting role to promote the welfare of the Society. Any such proposals to be confirmed by at least a two thirds majority of those present and voting at an Annual General Meeting of the Society.
7.
TENURE OF OFFICE:
All officers shall stand for election/re-election at an Annual General Meeting and shall remain in office for a period of 12 months.

8.
DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS:
a) Secretary.

The secretary shall conduct the correspondence of the Society, summon all meetings and keep the minutes.
b) Treasurer.

The treasurer shall receive and bank all moneys of the Society. He shall provide the Registrar with a list of all subscriptions received, and shall settle all accounts once approved by the General Committee. He shall keep formal accounts of the Society and present the Audited Statement to the Annual General Meeting.
Note:
Cheques drawn on the Society’s Bank shall be signed by any two of the following Officers:  Treasurer, Secretary and Chairman.


c)   Registrar.
The Registrar shall maintain a register of members, receive subscriptions, supply membership cards and copies of the rules to the members. He shall pay to the treasurer all monies received with full details thereof.
c) Auditors.

Auditors shall be appointed at the Annual General Meeting by a simple majority of 

members present and voting.

9.
GENERAL MEETINGS:
The Annual General Meeting of the Society shall be held in September of each year and shall, inter alia, elect the General Committee. Twenty one days notice of this meeting shall be given with an agenda to all members by post to their last known address, and this shall be considered sufficient notice.

The General Committee may, on their own authority or at the written request of not less than 20 members call a Special General Meeting, of which 21 days notice with the agenda shall similarly be given. Only paid up members shall attend and vote at General Meetings.

10.
QUORUM AND VOTING:
There shall be a quorum when 25 paid up members are present at a General Meeting. Every matter to be determined shall be settled by simple majority of the member’s present and voting, save as provided hereinafter and hereinbefore.

11.
SUBSCRIPTIONS, ETC.
Annual subscriptions shall be fixed by the Annual General Meeting and shall be effective from the 1st. July following the AGM. The financial year shall run from the 1st.July to the 30th. June.

The Society may receive any donations or gifts for either the general purposes of the Society or for specific purposes.

The Committee shall be empowered to direct the Treasurer and the Secretary to invest monies in the name of the Society.
12.
ALTERATIONS TO THE CONSTITUTION:
The Society shall have power to amend it’s constitution at the Annual General Meeting. A majority of at least two thirds of those present and voting shall be required to amend the constitution subject to a quorum being present.

13.
NOTICES:
All notices shall be given at least 21 days in advance by second class post to all members at their last known address.
14
DISPOSAL OF THE SOCIETY’S FUNDS.
a) In the event for any reason that The High Pavement Society ceases to exist, all monies and assets of  The Society shall be transferred to The High Pavement Sixth Form College to be used by the college to assist deserving students at the college in the furtherance of their education.

b) In the event for any reason The High Pavement Sixth Form College ceases to exist, The High Pavement Society shall recommend to its members, an alternative educational body to receive payments from The Society funds for educational purposes and also for the disposal of funds as detailed in section 14a)
